e ltis sad to see the mental health of who were incarcerated during COVID. Anything over 17hrs
in their cells is not appropriate.
o This is on the minds of everyone. The struggles and challenges of this is something we
are working through.
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e Follow up on the drug issues. No one having jobs and not having any family support it can be
easy to turn to drugs.
e How can they provide tablets to individuals?
o Working on getting an official answer. The switch to a single contract was halted and
has moved to the courts. This was supposed to happen.
e Why is property not handing out property?
o Property should be handed out daily. Looking into this.
e What is being done besides the $15 JPAY credit?
o Hygiene bags and greeting cards that can be sent out are being given to the
incarcerated.
