Located at the Washington Corrections Center For Women,
the Residential Parenting Program is a partnership
between PSESD and WA DOC. RPP is a comprehensive,
early learning program that serves incarcerated women
and their children from prenatal to thirty months old.

Only women who are pregnant upon arrival at Washington
Corrections Center for Women may be eligible for the RPP.
Inmates are screened carefully and participation criteria
includes type off offense committed, sentence structure,
judgment and sentence conditions, behavior, previous
interactions with child protective service agents and
overall institution judgment.
