programs have a positive cost/benefitimpact; for every dollarspent, $3.82 is
returned to the state.

Site Selection Steps
1. RCW 72.65.220 Facility siting process

o When DOC has selected three or fewer sites for final
consideration, DOC shall make public notification and conduct a

public hearing in the local communities of the final three or fewer
sites.

> Provide for opportunities for written or oral comments and wide
dissemination of proposals and alternatives.

2. WAC 137-57-050 Site selection

o After the preliminary public hearing and an initial review, the
advisory committee shall submit its recommendations to the
Secretary, and the Secretary may give preliminary approval to
one of the recommended sites.

4. WAC 137-57-060 Public notice, hearing
requirements

o After the Secretary%ives preliminary approval to a site, the
Department shall either apply for or assist others in applyln%for
any permits which may be required by local zoning laws wit
respect to the operation of a work/training release facility.

o After the required zoning permits, if any, have been obtained,
and the Secretary has considered the comments expressed b
members of the public during any zoning process or during the
public hearing conducted bythe Department, the Secretary may
grant or withhold final approval of the proposed site.
