DOB 9/4/1957 Example 2: DOC 9/4/1957
ERD 2/15/2045 ERD 10/15/2045
(2044-1957) = 87 (2045-1957) = 88

2. Determine life expectancy: Match the individual’s current age on the table to the number in the
“Life Expectancy” column based on the individual’'s biological sex.

Example 1:

An individual is eligible when life expectancy is less than the individual’s age at the ERD.
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
